
The Full Moon in Pisces with a Total Lunar eclipse occurring on August 28, 2007 at 4:35 AM MST at 4 degrees 46 minutes.

 

The eclipse can be seen in Western Canada between the hours of 3am and 6am.

 

It opposes the Sun and Saturn in Virgo, with the challenge of a square to Jupiter in Sagittarius.

 

The Eclipse of the Full Moon in Pisces – normally the sun illuminates the moon which gives us a better look at those nurturing and emotional qualities within ourselves, of which we have grown accustomed to over the months and years.   However, this month we have a total lunar eclipse where the earth is blocking this illumination of the moon, giving us only a dimly lit moon.   During this time it as if we are blocked from seeing those emotional and nurturing insights that gives us the choice of whether or not to pay attention to them.
