
The Full Moon in Aries occurs on Tuesday October 14, 2008 at 21 degrees 50 minutes, 2:02 PM DST.

The Moon opposes the Sun in Libra, is square to Jupiter in Capricorn and is sextile to Neptune in Aquarius.
