
The Full Moon will be partially hidden by the Sun this month causing a Penumbral Eclipse occurring on Monday February 9, 2009 at 21 degrees 0 minutes of Leo at 7:38 am.   It will be seen over most of Asia, Western North America, Mexico and the Pacific Region.  It will show as shading on the northern half of the moon which can be seen with the naked eye, if the skies are clear. Also during this time we will have stellium of celestial bodies– Mars, Jupiter, The Sun, Chiron, Neptune and the North Node in Aquarius of which the Moon will be in opposition to the Sun, Chiron and Neptune.    This definitely makes for some interesting and unique interpretation.   We will first look at what the Full Moon is all about with that opposition to the Sun Chiron and Neptune.   With the Sun covering up part of our emotional selves, the moon, we may feel a bit out of sorts when it comes to our own self image.   We may like to put on those rose colored glasses to mask and disguise what it is we don’t really want to look at.   This is so that our perceptions of reality can stay just they way they are without to much confrontation from opposing forces.   Or so we like to think.  But being that the Sun, the brightest star in our universe likes to show what we are always trying to conceal, can make this a bit more difficult to say the least.   You see, Chiron here, the wounded healer, doesn’t like to give up so easy on trying to figure out new and inventive ways to heal thyself.   So instead of slipping into the dreamland of fantasies for inspiration Chiron looks over to the moon and sees an opportunity to bring in unexpected events into our lives, while helping us to take off those rose colored glasses and to see reality for what it really is.  What that unexpected event is will depend on how strongly we oppose those opposing forces, and how much we want to hang onto that reality we perceive to be real.
Now having a look at this stellium in Aquarius of 4 planets – Mars, Jupiter, the Sun and Neptune, one asteroid-Chiron and the North Node of the Moon; and in about a weeks time from now it will also be joined by the planet Mercury.   So what we have here is a building up of structures, forms and boundaries, (Mercury in Capricorn which ingresses into Aquarius on February 14) in our communication style with the collective unconscious and/or the communities that we are currently involved in.   Then taking action and bringing forward all these new and creative ideas, and yes there will be lots of them, which may in some cases bring about further unexpected events or scenarios where ideas of a variety of groups will need to get together to collaborate on one idea to bring about the needed changes that are best for the common good of all.   We may all have the same goal in mind, but it is how we get there that will be the challenging part.   Learning to creatively express ourselves to others without to much ego and or wanting to mask the truth for fear of being discovered of any lies and deceits may also play into the picture as well.   Overall if one can see through the lies and deceptions of those that are only out for themselves, then one is further ahead of the game than they realize.
