
The Sagittarius Full Moon occurs on Sunday June 7, 2009 at 17 degrees, 7 minutes at 12:12 PM  MST

This Full Moon opposes the Sun in Gemini of which both form a tight T-Square to Saturn in Virgo.   

The theme this month with all 3 planets being in mutable signs is adaptability.   The T-square is like a teeter totter with Saturn at the apex trying to balance things out between the Sun and Moon.   Not an easy task this month when you have Gemini always wanting more information and Sagittarius always looking for that next Guru, and any other new philosophical ideas.
