Aquarian Lunar Eclipse...August 5, 2009

Following the penumbral lunar eclipse in July and then the total solar eclipse also in July we again have a penumbral lunar eclipse occurring in Aquarius on August 5, 2009 at 6:55 pm MDT. 13 degrees 43 minutes.   We will however not be able to see this penumbral eclipse with the naked eye, and if it were visible it would be seen over the Atlantic Ocean, South American and Africa.

The Full Moon in Aquarius has a restless nervousness to it.   After going through the Total Solar Eclipse in Cancer, showing all of our emotional upsets from the past, we now want to know what it all means and where do we go from here.   Now looking toward our future, more knowledge is needed in order to make the necessary changes to continue on with life.  But how?   Time will only tell for this one.
