The Full Moon in Virgo….February 28, 2010

The Full Moon occurs at 9:38 am MST on February 28, 2010 in the sign of Virgo at 9 degrees 59 minutes.  It opposes the Sun and Jupiter both at 9 degrees of Pisces and forms a bit of a wide trine to the North Node in Capricorn and also a trine to the infamous Pluto in Capricorn.
The Full Moon in Virgo has quite the audience this month with the Sun and Jupiter sitting directly in the front row, while up in the bleachers and on the sidelines we also have Uranus, Venus, Mercury, Chiron and Neptune.  Backstage we have Saturn in Libra and Mars in Leo who are still at rest after all the prep work that went into the props for Virgo’s main performance.  Well suffice it to say, this is the last place the Full Moon would want to be, on stage front and center.   Just a little bit on the nervous side, constantly double and triple checking to make sure that everything is in place and in the proper order.   Would not want to have a meltdown in the middle of the performance, if something is out of place, now would we?   To many details to worry about at the last minute, is my hair ok, do I have any food in my teeth, is my costume still in tact.   A little overly emotional, sensitive and analytical this Full Moon in Virgo can be.  When all Virgo needs to do is take a deep breath, relax, slow down and look up into the audience at the Sun and Jupiter.   They can bring to light some calmness and peace to the stage and possibly even a greater understanding of life’s gifts, our gifts, if we only take the time to look and listen.  No we may not get all the answers right away but it is always good to have some fun along the way.   

The emotional oneness the Full Moon in Virgo can bring to the stage is knowing that working through all the detail, bit by bit, the bigger picture will eventual show up.   Then and only then can we stand back in awe and wonder to truly be amazed at our accomplishments.   The key is knowing when to stand back and take a look.

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*A note on the Sabian Symbols… The Sabian symbols, another form of divination, were produced in 1925 with the combined efforts of Elsie Wheeler, a clairvoyant medium and Marc Edmond Jones a spiritualist astrologer.  They brought into manifestation a symbol for each of the 360 degrees of the Astrological chart in the span of a day in Balboa Park San Diego, California.
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
