The Full Moon in Pisces occurs on August 24, 2010 at 11:05 am DST at 1 degree 26 minutes.

It is conjunct Chiron and Neptune in Aquarius, opposes the Sun in Virgo, an inconjunct to Saturn in Libra and a Sextile to Pluto in Capricorn.
