Full Moon in Gemini....December 21, 2010
We have allot of activity happening this Full Moon in Gemini, occurring on December 21, 2010 at 1:13 am MST at 29 degrees 21 minutes.   It coincides with the Winter Solstice and is a Total Lunar Eclipse, of which we will be able to view here in North America, if the skies are clear.   The Total Lunar eclipse starts at approx 11:30 pm MST on the night of December 20th and lasts for approx 70 minutes.   The Lunar Eclipse is then followed by a partial Solar Eclipse on January 4, 2011.
The Full Moon will be opposite Mercury and the Sun in Sagittarius, and the North Node and Pluto in Capricorn.   It also forms a square to Jupiter and Uranus in Pisces and Trines Neptune and Chiron in Aquarius.

Gemini is the sign of communication, thoughts and thinking and during this time of the longest night of the year coupled with the eclipse what are your thoughts and what are you thinking?  Are you ready to change, let go of and adapt to a new way of thinking and being?  Or are you still hanging onto those old thoughts hoping that the change remains the same?   The Full Moon is at the last degrees of the Gemini sign, making its last hooray, saying goodbye to all those wishful thoughts and ideas that never did become reality.   Whether we want to let go of those thoughts and ideas or not, this Full Moon gives us the opportunity to make changes to start fresh and new, and no we don’t need anyone’s permission to do so.   So put all those thoughts, feelings, emotions and habits that have either been there way to long, have not served us well or are just getting in the way and kiss them goodbye, to be washed away and cleansed by the Eclipse of the Full Moon.
Typically with the sign of Gemini, there is always allot to say, however with the placement of the Full Moon and the Total Eclipse, it is like it is going into a quiet and reflective time with not much to say at all.  The challenge, on the other hand, if one decides to take this on, will be in harnessing those quick moments of insights and feelings before they disappear (Jupiter and Uranus in Pisces).   However, if we don’t want to take on this challenge we could very easily continue on as if nothing has changed and go about life the same as it has always been (Neptune and Chiron in Aquarius).   
The opposing factor and restlessness in all of this is trying to balance out the emotional changes within to meet and work with the structural changes occurring in our environment.  Thereby letting go of all that is not working for us anymore will help in bringing our emotional changes within to more easily match up with the environmental changes happening around us.
