The Full Moon occurs on February 18, 2011 at approx 1:36 AM MST at 29 degrees 20 minutes.  
And Wow, the Leo Moon is really on stage this month, with all the planets except for Venus, Saturn and Jupiter in aspect to her, just where Leo likes to be on stage and the center of attention.   The Sun, Neptune, Mars and Mercury in Aquarius and Chiron in Pisces are all in opposition to the Full Moon, while Pluto in Capricorn forms a trine and Uranus in Pisces an inconjunct.
This is the fifth Full Moon in a row at 29 degrees.    It all started with Aries, which coincidentally is the first sign of the Zodiac in Western Astrology.  Don’t worry Leo we will eventually get to you.  Aries gives birth to new ideas, likes to get things moving along, and is also the place where we discover the self, the “I” if you will. Or maybe you preferred to learn about life from a book and maybe even write one or two.  Gemini’s always have something to say.    Having discovered who we are, what we need to survive and how to communicate it is maybe time to create house and home, which leads us to our next Full Moon at 29 degrees Cancer.   Cancer is typically all about home and family, but what about that hard shell she carries around, is it maybe time to soften up a bit, bring in a little more compassion from her sister water sign Pisces?    Cancer can show us a really strong front, but deep down they can be passionate about any life issues set before them.    

Now that we have cumulated all that we need in life along comes the Leo Full Moon also at 29 degrees, ready to face the world, enjoying the limelight, being on stage, the power, the ego, the strength she gains from all of this is maybe overwhelming for any other sign, but Leo likes to relish in it, bath in it.   She feels right at home here, always looking for applause and compliments to further enhance her already inflated ego.   However, with that stellium of the Sun, Neptune, Mars, Mercury in opposition to her this month it is no wonder she is ready to exit stage left at the 29 degree mark getting ready to move into Virgo where she will find humility, grace and how to be of service instead of asking for service.   Those damn Aquarians always off thinking of the future, protesting and taking the fun out the Leo limelight.  Trying to bring and teach Leo more about humanity, consciousness and coming back to the reality of the situation.   This opposition can be quite strong this month with it wanting to communicate, take action and express its idealistic nature upon the Full Moon ego that needs to be brought back into balance with the heart side of Leo.  

To learn more about having compassion and coming from the heart, Leo can either go with the flow, be rebellious about it or have a major crisis happen (Uranus in Pisces).
