The Full Moon in Virgo is on Saturday March 19, 2011 at 12:10 PM MDT, 28 degrees 47 minutes.   She forms the fourth leg of a grand square to the South Node in Gemini, the North Node in Sagittarius with the opposition to Uranus in Aries and the Sun in Pisces.   There is also an inconjunct to Chiron in Pisces and Neptune in Aquarius.  

Virgo is related to Earth, the Feminine, and is Mutable.   One of her lessons is to discern between what is real and what is imagined ( the opposing Sun in Pisces).   This would make the recent events in Japan hard to imagine and accept.   Our hearts go out to all those in need and not just in this disaster but in the others that have occurred in the recent past as well.   Part of this archetype, especially with the Full Moon being square to the nodes is the emotional power that the universal mother can have.
